CHESAPEAKE REGIONAL TECH COUNCIL ANNOUNCES TECHAWARDS 09 WINNERS IN FOUR CATEGORIES AND LEGEND’S CIRCLE HONOREES 

4th annual ceremony, TechAwards 09: Regional Rock Stars, honored region’s rising tech companies, technology company of the year, outstanding innovators and tech mavericks.

Annapolis, MD – The Chesapeake Regional Tech Council demonstrated that technology is alive and well in the Chesapeake region, honoring six area companies and tech leaders last night at its 4th Annual TechAwards program. Nearly 300 technology executives and leaders filled The Westin Annapolis and jammed to tunes from rock band Radio City as the CRTC unveiled the winners.
